4. TRANSPORTATION, STORAGE AND DISPOSAL

4.1.Transportation and storage of the connection kit according to GOST 15150-69.

4.2.The connection kit is suitable for transportation by all means (when covered) according to regulations effective on this type of transport.
4.3.The connection kit shall be stored in clean and dry place at ambient temperature -60 °C to +50 °C.

4.4, Disposal shall be made by any method, which does not affect the environment and fits the local legal acts.

4.5. Special safety measures or specialized tooling are not required.

5.SAFETY

5.1. Each self-liniting heating tape (cable), assembled with the connection kit requires earth electrical fault protection.

5.2. Metallic braiding of the self-liniting heating tape (cable) must be connected to electrical ground terminal.

5.3.The presence of trace heating should be made evident by using warning signs or marks at appropriate places or in intervals alongside the
circuit.

5.4.The connection kit should be used strictly for its application and based on manufacturer’s recommendations.

5.5. 1t is not allowed to make modifications to the connection kit.

5.6. Replacement of some parts of the connection kit or the whole one by other materials breaks the warranty conditions.

5.7. Mechanical loads or impacts must be avoided.

5.8.Itis not allowed to use damaged connection kit.

6. WARRANTY

Warranty period is 1 year starting from purchase time.

6.1. Warranty assumes repairment or replacement free of charge in case the following requirements are met:

6.1.1. The product was used for its intended purpose.

6.1.2. Installation and usage are performed according to Installation manual.

6.1.3.The product does not have mechanical damages.

6.1.4. Transportation and storage requirements are rerspected.

6.2. If any of the above conditions is broken, which was concluded during investigations or after, manufacturer or dealer are alowed to refuse to
provide warranty service.

6.3. Warranty conditions stopped in the following cases:

6.3.1. Warranty period expiration.

6.3.2. If the product was damaged during transportation after receipt of the goods (storage, if the product was not put into operation), or the
installation and operation, transportation and storage rules.

6.3.3. If warranty conditions were violated, which is determined by the manufacturer’s technical specialist or his representative in each specific case.
6.3.4.If the product has traces of foreign intervention or there was an attempt of unauthorized repair.

6.4. Warranty and other obligations do not apply to the following faults:

6.4.1. Mechanical damage: chips, cracks, dents, tears, etc., resulting from bumps, falls or scratches.

6.4.2. Damage caused by ingestion of foreign substances, objects, liquids, insects, animals.

6.4.3. Damage caused by improper operation or use of non-standard or non-compliant equipment operating or connected in conjunction with this
(exposure to static electricity, improper wiring, work with abnormal power sources, not provided for these devices with peripherals, cables, etc.
6.4.4. Damage caused by the elements, fire and other external factors, climatic and other conditions.

6.5. In all cases when the product is not subject to warranty repair, the question of its paid repair may be considered, at the discretion of the
Manufacturer or its representative.

6.6. Under no circumstances shall the manufacturer or its representative be liable for any damage (including all, without exception, loss

of profits, business interruption, or other monetary loss) associated with the use or inability to use the purchased product. In any case,

the compensation, according to these warranty conditions, cannot exceed the value actually paid by the buyer for the product or piece of
equipment that caused the loss.

6.7. Replacing or repairing any part of the product during the warranty period does not extend it.

6.8. To fulfill warranty obligations, the Manufacturer or its representative must send the following documents:

6.8.1. Passport to the product with a stamp of the Quality Department

6.8.2. Buyer's claim with the nature of the malfunction and operating conditions.

6.8.3. The document with the date of sale.
